First warning signal at 10:30 AM; no warning signal after 2PM. Trophy presentation will occur ASAP after completion of Sunday races.
6. Sailing Instructions (SIs): The SIs will consist of the instructions in the RRS Appendix S & supplementary instructions provided at the Competitor’s meeting (including courses) or later posted on the official notice board.
7. RACE AREA: The Manatee River off the Bradenton Yacht Club
8. SCORING: Low point system as described in RRS Appendix A. One race will constitute a regatta; if >5 races are completed, the worst result will be discarded in calculating final results. No more than 7 races will be sailed.
9. PRIZES: Prizes will be awarded to the skipper and crew of the top 3 boats
10. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY: Competitors participate in a regatta entirely at their own risk; See Rule 4 RRS, Decision to Race.
